The Dubai Award for Sustainable Transport reserves full discretionary authority
toamend, suspend, or cancel any category, award, or event, as deemed
appropriate, without incurring any liability towards participants.

Payment and Verification

The monetary prize shall be issued in the form of a cheque or bank transfer
payable to the principal applicant, or, in the case of minors, to the legal guardian
as specifiedin the official application form.

The application form must include the guardian’s full legal name, a valid copy of
the Emirates ID or passport, and verified bank account details to ensure the secure
disbursement of the prize.

Payment shall not be processed until all required documentation has been
submitted and the eligibility of the winners has been verified by the General
Secretariat of the Dubai Award for Sustainable Transport.
